Meanwhile, those in Landskrona were also working hard! Many 
di�erent tasks were carried out by both onboard teams, and the � 
Öresundsvarvet shipyard. Both shipyard and crew came together 
for the biggest project of the dry dock period and the installation of 
the second-hand Bergen generator. The timeline of this did not go 
as initially planned. The shipyard pushed the entrance into dry dock 
back because of their own scheduling reasons, and, with the engine�s 
crankshaft and bedplate requiring machining, each in a di�erent 
European country, this schedule was altered once more. However, 
despite these changes, everything came together in the end, with 
Logos Hope spending just under �ve days in the dry dock, where a 
large hole was cut in her side, the generator moved into the engine 
room, and the hole welded up again. On 22 June, after a short voyage, 
the ship arrived safely in Kłge, Denmark.

Looking towards the future, this is only the beginning of work on the 
generator! Now the engine room team must continue overhauling 
individual and spare parts, set it up on its foundation, and connect it to 
the ship�s fuel, air and electrical systems. This is a process which could 
take several months, so please pray for the teams who are persevering 

with this challenging task.
